ed/responsible department of the residing country. 



  • ��In case of an Individual Neutral Athlete (AIN), the athlete must

 1. Obtain AIN Status, screened and confirmed by World Taekwondo

 2. Only athlete with AIN GAL Number can participate.

• �All competitors must prove their age by presenting their passport or identification card at the 

official weigh in. For those athletes that are not adults, a written letter of consent must be sub-

mitted (please find enclosed on the last pages) at the registration, signed by one of the parents 

or legal guardians, accepting their participation and all parts of the official invitation. 

18. COACH ELIGIBILITY REQUIREMENTS

• Minimum age of 18 years.

• WT Coach Certificate Level II or above is required.

• Holder of a valid 2024 WT Global Official License.

• �Coach is not allowed wearing Dobok. A formal outfit (suit/dress) is mandatory for semi-finals

• 1 coach per 5 athletes is allowed. Exceeding this ratio is subject to an extra fee.
